Business and Professions Code 6403. 
 

The application for registration of a natural person shall contain all of the following statements about the applicant: 
 

(1) Name, age, address, and telephone number. 
(2) Whether he or she has been convicted of a felony, or of a misdemeanor. 
(3) Whether he or she has been held liable in a civil action by final judgment or entry of a stipulated judgment, if the 

action alleged fraud, the use of an untrue or misleading representation, or the use of an unfair, unlawful, or 
deceptive business practice. 

(4) Whether he or she has ever been convicted of a misdemeanor violation of this chapter. 
(5) Whether he or she has had a civil judgment entered against him or her in an action arising out of the applicant’s 

negligent, reckless, or willful failure to properly perform his or her obligation as a legal document assistant or 
unlawful detainer assistant. 

(6) Whether he or she has had a registration revoked 
(7) Whether this is a primary or secondary registration. If it is a secondary registration, the county in which the 

primary registration is filed. 

 
Business and Professions Code 6405. 

 

An application for a certificate of registration by an individual shall be accompanied by a bond of twenty-five 
thousand dollars ($25,000) executed by a corporate surety qualified to do business in this state and conditioned 
upon compliance with this chapter. The total aggregate liability on the bond shall be limited to twenty-five thousand 
dollars ($25,000). An application for secondary registration shall meet all of the requirements of this subdivision, 
except that in place of posting another original bond or cash deposit, the applicant shall include a certified copy of 
the bond or cash deposit posted in the county in which the applicant filed the primary registration.

• Fees for issuance of an additional identification card is $10.00.
