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CONSTRUCTION & DEMOLITION DEBRIS MANAGEMENT PLAN — Effective August 13, 2009

On July 14, 2009, the Board of Supervisors of Alameda County adopted a Construction and Demolition Debris Management Program
for the unincorporated areas of Alameda County. From August 13, 2009, any covered projects submitted for a building permit will be

subject to this program.

COVERED PROJECTS

e Any project requiring a demolition permit;
e Residential — Work Area more than 1,000 square feet;

e Non-Residential — Work Area more than 3,000 square feet.

WASTE DIVERSION REQUIREMENTS

e 75% of inert solids;
e 50% of all other construction waste.

Inspection Process: During construction, contractor or
permittee shall submit receipts from approved facilities for
diversion of waste and complete the “Actual Waste” section
of the form to the County building inspector for approval.
Project will not be finaled until the form is complete and
accepted by the County building inspector.
