AC Alert to receive emergency 
notifications 

• Sign up for alerts from PG&E to be 
notified of public safety power shutoffs 

• Identify your evacuation zone in 
advance using genasys Protect 

• Review Alameda County’s interactive 
hazard maps 

• Learn more about how to be 
prepared in Alameda County at 
ready.acgov.org 

HAVE RELIABLE POWER 
 Invest in a backup power 

source to ensure service 
during a power outage
